The outstanding service performed by the candidate resulted in outcomes that
benefit the total council or the entire Girl Scout organization and is so significantly
above and beyond the call of duty that no other award would be appropriate.

MEMBERSHIP: The candidate is a currently registered member of GSSNE in

good standing and successfully completed applicable trainings
FOCUS: Service benefits the entire council or Girl Scout movement
LENGTH: A minimum of 5 years through 9/30 of this calendar year
NOMINATION: 1 from any GSSNE member

ENDORSEMENTS: 4 from other GSSNE members familiar with the candidate’s
service. At least one endorsement letter must be from an adult
not related to the candidate.
