Our Intentions


-Future Meetings - they will be scheduled for every other Thursday beginning on September 22nd from 3:45 to 5:00pm at the Narragansett Community Center.


-After School Pick-Up - there is a sign up form to give us permission to sign the girls out after school and walk them over to the meetings ourselves (completely optional!).  If your daughter is not going to make it to a meeting, please call or e-mail us ahead so we know not to wait for her.

Brownie Program, Journey Program and other Badges


- During the course of the year, the girls will have the opportunity to earn their Skill Building Badges, Legacy Badges, awards and fun patches.  The girls must complete certain activities to earn each one.  Most of the activities for Skill Building Badges and Legacy Badges will be completed during our Thursday meetings.  If your daughter misses an activity, please see one of the leaders so she has the opportunity to make it up.  



-Religious Awards - these are optional programs/badges that may be earned through your religious organization.  These badges are not earned within the troop meetings.  If your daughter chooses to earn them, they are to be completed by her with the help of her family and religious leaders.  

Fundraising and Dues - all money earned and collected will be used only for our Girl Scout meetings and activities.  All funds remaining at the end of the year will be used toward a special party or activity for the girls or transferred toward next year.


-Raising Funds - Brownies will participate in Candy/Nut and Magazine sales in September and October as well as Cookie sales in January (more information to follow).  Our "Cookie Mom" is [NAME] - she will be handling the orders, the products and the money for both sales- THANKS [NAME]!!!

-Start-up dues - Due to the AMAZING cookie sales last year, we have enough funds in our troop account that we don't need any start-up dues at this time.  Thank You!


-Regular dues - $2 / meeting which will go toward Journey Awards and other badges, replacement craft supplies and other meeting/activity expenses (just like last year, if we can do well enough with the Candy/Nut/Magazine and the Cookie sales, then we will no longer need to collect dues).

Uniforms

Dates to Remember:
