Shopper* - Shop for troop supplies as needed, including badges.
Ceremony/Recognition - Work with leaders to plan troop ceremonies, such as investiture at start of
Coordinator year, bridging at end of year, and awards at end and/or middle of year.
Game Expert* - Research and teach girls group games to play.
Song Expert* - Share your musical gift with girls by researching and teaching them Girl

Scout songs or others appropriate for their troop activities.
